  summer.	
  Graduate	
  interns	
  will	
  
receive	
  a	
  stipend	
  of	
  $6,500	
  to	
  help	
  cover	
  expenses.	
  
The	
  fellowship	
  will	
  run	
  approximately	
  from	
  Monday,	
  May	
  8th	
  through	
  August	
  18th.	
  Start	
  and	
  end	
  dates	
  are	
  flexible	
  
and	
  schedules	
  will	
  be	
  created	
  in	
  consultation	
  with	
  the	
  fellowship	
  supervisor.
